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   Throughout this commitment season, I have been thinking 
about the words ‘abundant,’ ‘joy,’ ‘overflowing’ and 
‘generosity’ that we can see on the lovely banner hanging in 
the sanctuary. These powerful words have the potential to 
shift our perspective and change our viewpoint of our lives 
together as members of the Orange Presbyterian Church.   

   Abundant. God made creation with loving attention to all 
of life. The garden God made was filled with every kind of 
plant and living thing. We live in that world of abundance, though too often we 
are tempted to believe that we live in a world of scarcity. God’s Word is filled 
with promises that we are provided for in measure far greater than we can 
imagine. Look for examples of abundance in your everyday life and give 
thanks to God and consider how you might respond to such abundance. 

   Joy. When we are living in right relationship with God and each other, we 
experience joy, the deepest form of happiness. Living in joy gives us energy 
and lifts us up, even when circumstances threaten to pull us down. The church 
in Corinth Paul describes is praised because they have continued to respond 
joyfully even in the midst of conflict. In our life with God and our lives with 
each other, we have the capacity for joy to strengthen us as we live out our 
commitment to serve God in the world.  

   Overflowing. In Psalm 23, we hear the words, “My cup overflows.” God, 
presented in this psalm as shepherd, has provided so much that no single vessel 
can contain it. What a wonderful image! Spilling over the edge of our hearts, 
God’s love far exceeds our capacity to hold it. Pouring in and over our out-
stretched hands, God’s care for us cannot be held. God has given us so much 
that we cannot help but share.  

   Generosity. To be generous is to share without reservation. We worship a 
generous God. The same God who made creation, whose joy is fullest when in 
relationship with us, who fills our cup to overflowing is the same God who 
calls us to be generous to others. Having experienced God’s love and grace, we 
look for every way to pass it on. I wonder what new ways we might find to be 
generous in the coming year. 

   Friends, we have been blessed in abundance. As God’s children, we live in 
joy. God’s overflowing love for us calls us to new levels of generosity. Let us 
be in prayer as we consider how we will respond to such love.

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“We also believe, and so we speak.” 

   The Apostle Paul’s words come to us as they did 
to those in the first century church. Many in the 
church in Corinth had forgotten how to speak the 
truth about God. A church once so passionate about 
the risen Christ now suffers from the inability to 
share the gospel they love. 
What happened? They have 
lost their enthusiasm and are 
caught up in division and dis-
agreements.   

   How would we respond if 
called upon to speak of our 
faith in God? There are some 
traditions where a “personal 
testimony” is often shared 
with others. As Presbyteri-
ans, we have become more 
“head-centered” in our faith than “heart-centered.” 
Sharing a personal testimony may appear to be spiri-
tual exhibitionism. Want to see a Presbyterian at a 
loss for words? Just ask this question: “What has 
Jesus done in your life lately?”  

   Our inability to speak about our faith can have dis-
astrous consequences. It may be that we actually be-
lieve God is not, and has not, done anything in our 
lives. We are going through the motions. The 
Church is simply a “do- gooder” organization like so 
many other groups. We could  be characterized as 
the writer Anne Lamott calls, “Christianish” - not 
wanting to talk about Jesus, but not ready to give up 
the Church. 

   How will we pass the baton to the next 
generation of believers if our faith is non-
existent? We teach our children to say 
“please” and “thank you” and the impor-
tance of a good education, but what about 
their spiritual formation?  
   A man made a practice of having his devotional 
time every morning. He would tie up the cat to the 
bedpost while he read the scriptures and prayed. 

Years later, his daughter 
felt the faster pace of life 
and did not have as much 
time to spend in devo-
tional practices. Yet, she 
also tied the cat to the 
bedpost while she quickly 
read the scriptures and 
prayed. 
The grandson felt an even 
quicker pace of life and 
even less time in his life, 

so he simply bought a cat and tied it to the bedpost 
every morning before rushing off to work! 
   Here’s a suggestion: read the 2 Corinthian passage 
again. Find one thing each day for which you can be 
thankful. Then say it out loud - to someone else or to 
no one at all. And begin to share with others your 
experiences of gratitude. Make thanksgiving an 
every day occurrence. The more we say it, the easier 
it becomes. Thankfulness is contagious. May others 
catch your infectious spirit of gratitude! 
   Thankfully,   
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   I’m sure as soon as I put this on paper, things will 
change drastically in our preschool, but at this  
moment all is extremely well with us this year. 
   The three-year-olds are so happy and precious. 
Every day is exciting and they just had their first 
field trip last week to Sarah’s Pumpkin Patch. 
   The four-year-old class is also exceptional. We 
have twenty-four children who seem to really enjoy 
each other. They have been learning about the 

growth of a pumpkin, the seasons, and of course bats 
and spiders. 
   Pastor Denise has visited both 
groups and read to them. As al-
ways, we invite anyone in the 
congregation with a little free 
time in the morning to read a 
story to the children.

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By changing the way we shop for groceries and the way we prepare our meals, 

we can greatly reduce our water consumption. It takes a lot of water to produce a pound 
of food. Below is a sampling of  the gallons of water used to produce one pound of food: 

Beef   -   2,463 gallons of water 
Chicken -  660 gallons of water 
Cheese -  896 gallons of water 
Brown Rice -  250 gallons of water 
Soy Bean Tofu - 319 gallons of water 
Oranges -  48 gallons of water 
Tomatoes -  28 gallons of water 

By eating more vegetables and less meat, we could have an impact on water consumption. Some ideas 
for reducing the consumption of meat are listed below. Pick one! One small change can make a huge differ-
ence.   

¨ Experiment with one meatless day a week. Check out the Meatless Monday website for information and 
recipes at www.meatlessmonday.com. 

¨ Don’t give up steak! Eat it occasionally for a treat instead of everyday. 
¨ Make meals that use smaller portions of meat and increase the vegetables such as stir fries and soups. 
¨ Try new vegetables and fruits. You might find a new favorite. 

Another way to reduce the amount of water consumed is to reduce food waste. Studies show that  
Americans waste 10% to 40% of the food we purchase. That’s a lot of money and resources that end up in 
our landfills! Here are some ideas to help reduce that amount: 

¨ Shop with a list to cut back on impulse buying and over buying. 
¨ Come up with ways to use up the last of thing. Ripe bananas can be tossed in banana bread, pudding or 

a smoothie. Soft apples can be used for applesauce, apple cake or apple crisp.  
¨ After a large dinner of roast or ham, slice and freeze leftovers for sandwiches or other meals later. 
¨ Keep a written list for a month or so of what is thrown away. It will let you know where to make 

changes in your buying.

   Contributions will continue to be accepted in our water jug in the narthex. You can also place a check in 
the offering on Sunday morning with “Clean Water” marked in the memo section. Thank you for your  
generous support of this important mission project.��
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   The Honor Roll recipient for the month of October is the Orange Presbyterian Choir.  Every 
Sunday when we come to church, we are privileged to be met by our dedicated choir.  
   Led by Director, Al Packard, and accompanied by Organist, Theresa Torian, we are blessed 
with beautiful music during our services.
